PROJECTLOCATIONAND SETTING

TheProject siteis locatedsoutheastof the existingCityboundary TheProject site consists adpproximatelys57
acreslocated south of Grant Line Road (near its intersection with Waterman Road) and east of the Union Pacific
Railroad tracks and State Route 99. Pragect site extend eastward past the intersection of Grant Line Road and
Mosher Road, and extends southward to the Sacramento County Urban Services Boundary (Exhibit 1).

Most of the Project site isundeveloped. Existing use®nsist primarily of agricultural lan@le., row crops and
pasture) Industrial uses are preseheyondthe north andwestsides of theéProject site, opposite Grant Line Road
and the Union Pacific Railroad. Agricultural land (row crops) is present east ¢kdjeet site. The Deer
Qeek/Cosumnes River floodplain, which also includes row arodscattle grazings present to the south.

There are two parts of the revisdoject description that are the focus of analysis in the SEIR: (1) a change in the
land use designations for the proposed General Plan amendment arzbpieg; and (2) additionaformation
related to infrastructure improvements that will be necessary to serve Rtwect site These revisions are
discussed below.

Land Use Plan

TheCity is proposing change in théand usedesignationsand pre-zoning for theProject site. In particular, the
approximately 10eacre Cityowned parcel that was formerly proposed for Public Open Space/Recreation would
now be designated for Light Industrial uses, and the previously proposed General Commercial/Commercial
Office uses wold be replaced with a smaller area of Regional Commercial. The total proposed changes in land
use and associated acreages at Eneject site are listed in Table 1 and shown in Exhibit 2.
