5. Seal air leaks around doors and windows

If you have cracks and gaps in your home - a very common
problem - it’s not just your indoor air that’s leaking out. Your
money is basically leaking out too! Use caulk

or weather stripping around doors, windows,

and attic and crawl space entrances to stop

leaks. Both of these products are easy to apply

and can be bought for less than $10 at local

hardware stores.

6. As your light bulbs burn out, replace them
with CFLs or LEDs

These bulbs cost a few dollars more than
regular old incandescents, but they’re worth
it. They’ll last 10 to 25 times longer and use
about 75% less energy, so the dollars you save
will add up fast.

7. Use a power strip for electronics and turn it

off when not in use
When electronics and chargers are turned off but plugged in
(even if fully charged), they still suck up enough energy to cost
you up to $100 per year. If you buy a power strip (most are less
than $10), you can plug your devices into it and
easily turn off the strip while your devices aren’t
charging or in use. Try turning off the strip every
time you leave the house.
